Remembering  The Mother Road

Whenever I take a trip in my van, one of my 

biggest thrills is to get off the Interstate High-

way and travel a stretch of Route 66!!  No 

matter where the section is, there is always a 

trip down memory lane and a ton of fun pho-

tos. 

The route starts at Grand Park in Chicago, IL 

and ends in Santa Monica, CA.  There are 

2,448 miles of memories.  It crosses 8 states 

(IL, MO, KS, OK, TX, NM, AZ & CA) and 

crosses three time zones.  Those facts by 

themselves should peak your interest just a 

little anyway. 

The first section of 800 miles was paved and 

dedicated on 11 Nov 1926 and by 1937 the 

entire route was a major thoroughfare across 

this marvelous country of ours.  Although 

parts of it have been replaced by I-55, I-40, I-

15 & I-10, there is still much to see and enjoy 

of  The Mainstreet of America. 

It was the dream of OK State Highway Com-

missioner Cyrus Avery - who is best known 

as òThe Father of Route 66ó - it enters OK at 

Quapaw on the KS border and exitõs the state 

at Texola in the TX panhandle so we donõt 

have to travel far to enjoy much of itõs charm.  

We have 480 miles still available for travel in 

OK, which is the largest segment of usable 

Route 66 in the U.S.A.  So much to photo-

graph  -  so little time.   

For the photographer there is the Rock 

Creek Bridge in Sapulpa with a well preserved

There is a bridge over the S. Canadian 

River (3,448 Ft long) just a few miles South 

of Geary;  a truck stop, motel, restaurant at 

Hinton Junction built during WWII; about 3 

and a half miles W. of Bristow is the Pau-

pers Cemetery-quite a history there; also in 

Bristow youõll find the St Louis & SF Rail-

road Co; in Edmond, there were John A. 

Brown Co. signs scattered around town 

telling where the next store was and the 

lower half was a chalk board for folks to 

leave messages or advertisements; then 

there is the wonderful old Round Barn at 

Arcadia. 

Near Choctaw, one and one half miles East 

of Hiwassee Road on Route 66, is an old 

filling station built in the late 20th century.  

Had two pumps - one for regular and one 

for higher-octane gas.  They sold cold soda 

pop on the days the iceman came and ran a 

money counterfeiting operation in the back 

room. 

There is always the Blue Whale at Catoosa, 

OK - built as an Anniversary gift for his wife by 

Hugh Davis.  It became the local swimming hole 

and was refurbished a few years back for public 

use. 

For the less adventuresome stop by any of the 

many Route 66 museums, but I recommend the 

one at Clinton, which opened in 1995.  You can 

relive the glory days traveling the road. 

In l985 Route 66 was officially decommissioned 

and the arrival of the Interstate system pretty 

much ended the glory days for the Mother 

Road, which was incidentally also known as the 

Will Rogers Highway. 

Next time your on a trip and see signs for 

Route 66, take the time, get off the highway,  

get out your camera and lots of film or have 

plenty of digital space, live a few minutes or 

hours in a more simple time and òget your kicks 

on Route 66ó!
