One area of competition in the      

Photographic Society of America that 

has received little attention until      

recently is three dimensional images. 

This used to be called òStereo,ó but 

like Constantinople and Duwamps, it 

was revised for the times. Itõs now the 

3-D division. 

For many years, this odd sort of            

imaging was the realm of odd imagers 

who used even odder cameras. True 

stereo cameras were and are scarce 

and usually expensive. They made two 

film images from two lenses spaced 

roughly as far apart as the human eye. 
Some photographers went so far as to 

mount two separate cameras butt to  

butt to achieve the result. It was             

awkward, to put it mildly. A tripod and 

slide bar made it possible to record the 

images one at a time. 

For those less technologically inclined, 

the result could be accomplished by the 

side-step method: putting oneõs weight 

on the left foot for an image, then               

shifting to the right foot for another. 

This required considerable effort to 

match the images later, either digitally 

or as prints. This technique required 

absolutely still subjects, since any        

movement made the images materially 

different.  

This changed dramatically late last year 

with the introduction       Contõd Page 3 . . .

of the Fujifilm 3D-W3, a digital camera 

designed for stereo photography. The 

W3 has two lenses, two sensors ten 

megapixels each, and software to mix 

the results into a lenticular image or 

separate them into JPEG files. This 

solved the problem of motion. Since 

the two images were made                    

simultaneously, no movement was too 

fast. Sports and action events became 

legitimate subjects for stereo imaging. 

That made the imaging easier, but still 

not easy. 

The camera looks and handles like one 

of the cheaper point-and-shoot               
variety. There is no eye-level view-

finder, only the LCD display which can 

be difficult to see in bright sun.  On 

the good side, the image in the LCD is 

three dimensional.  Care must be 

taken to avoid getting oneõs fingers in 

front of the lenses. It has only a    

minimal 35-105 zoom, but distant   

subjects donõt make very good stereo 

images anyway.  

The second advance was a freeware 

program titled in a burst of originality 

òStereoPhoto Maker.ó This                      

astonishing piece of software, free and   

downloadable, can take images from 

the W3 and convert them effortlessly 

into stereo pairs or anaglyphs (the 

kind that need the red/cyan glasses). 

The program can align the two images 

perfectly (something earlier methods 

often took hours to accomplish), 

match color and exposure to either of 

the images, crop and resize, and save 

the results as JPEG files.  

Between them, these advances have 
revitalized the genre. Aftermarket 

products have started to appear, like 

the Cyclopital close-up attachment for 

the W3. Very tight macro shots have 

always been impossible for stereo  

enthusiasts, because the parallax effect 

was too great. The closer the camera 

was to the subject, the more different 

were the two images. This mirrored 

device reduces the           Contõd page 4 . . .       
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
