Digital Scavenger Hunt 2010 Rules                                                                            
Tom McCreary PPSA  

The 10 images must be taken between April 27, 2010 and May 25, 2010. You can take 
as many JPEG images as you want to of each subject, but you can only enter what you 
consider to be the best single image for each subject.  Only camera club members* can 
enter, and only one time - no additions or corrections.  (Of course multiple emails sent at 
one time will be considered a single entry) 

They must be turned in by the camera club meeting on May 25
th
.  A maximum of 10 

images (subjects) can be submitted, but you do not need to enter all 10 subjects.   
Winners will be selected for each subject as well as the total points overall.  They can 
be (1) emailed to Tom & Carol McCreary at tcmccreary@cox.net, (2) entered on a CD 
either given to or mailed to Tom & Carol McCreary at 425 SW 53

rd
, Oklahoma City, OK 

73109.  If mailed, the CD must arrive by May 25
th
.  (3) The images can also be hand 

delivered at the May 25
th
 club meeting on a CD or USB flash stick (for download to our 

laptop).   

The images must be JPEG files  and can not be altered, cropped or resized in any-
way in Photoshop, Elements, Lightroom, or any other photo editing software .  You 
also can not convert RAW files into JPEG files .  The only change that you can make 
from the files that are downloaded from your camera is to re-name them.  If in doubt, the 
judges may look at the file metadata.  

There is no size limit on the images submitted, but if you are going to email them, I 
would suggest that you do not use the maximum file size that your camera is capable of.  
I have tested sending and receiving a 12 MEG file on our Cox internet, but many emails 
such as hotmail have a 10 MEG file size limit. Remember, you can not resize the im-
ages once you have taken them. 

The files will be renamed as follows:  1-Last Name -First Name.JPG , where 1 is the 
number of the subject from the list below.   

For example, 1-McCreary-Tom.jpg.  

The subjects are as follows: (They can be either singular or plural, for example, one 
cross or more than one cross). 

1.  Bridges  5.  Mail Boxes   8.  Seats or Benches  

2.  Crosses  6.  Old Trucks  9.  Shoes   

3.  Flags  7.  Pets   10.  Weapons  

4.  Lighted Objects
