Adobe Photoshop CS5 Improvements 

Tom McCreary PPSA  

Adobe just released a new version of Pho-

toshop, CS5, with several improvements 

from CS4.  These are shown below, not in 

any particular order, because each of us will 

probably see a feature that they think is the 

most important.  Like Carol said that the 

Refine Edge is worth the price because she 

likes to change the backgrounds on models.  

For me, HDR Pro means that I won't need 

to spend $100 to get a separate software 

to make HDR images.  And the Content-

Aware fill looks awfully neat! 

Mini Bridge  has been added, that is 

much like the File Browser that was 

in Photoshop 7.  This is now a panel 

in CS5 that brings most of the com-

mon Bridge functionality right into 

CS5, without having to leave the ap-

plication to look for images.  You get 

full-screen previews and can run dif-

ferent commands on multiple images 

like the new Merge to HDR Pro.

Bridge  has been improved and gets Batch Rename, output to PDF with wa-

termarking, and an Export panel with batch export to JPEGs and uploads to 

Flickr, Facebook, and Photoshop.com. 

Content -Aware Fill  is a new 

and very useful tool.  Imagine 

making a selection of some-

thing that you want to delete, 

hitting the Delete key, and in-

stead of Photoshop filling it 

with the background color, it 

actually fills it in with what 

would have been there if the 

object that you are deleting 

had never been there!  It uses 

the surrounding area to figure 

out what it would have looked 

like.  This is in both the Heal-

ing Tool and also in Edit Fill.  

This might take a bit of 

touchup, if you remove a large 

object because it might fill in 

something that you do not 

want -- like part of the other 

three birds standing next to 

the one that you removed.  

However, by using smaller ar-

eas this is not a problem.  The 

image on the right was made 

by just making a very rough 

lasso selection, and then selecting Edit>Fill.  Also, using Content-Aware Fill in 

the healing brush really helps get rid of power lines. 

 

Painting Effects  engine has been added including new Bristle Tips that you 

can define to act like real paintbrushes.  This should let you turn your images 

into cool painting effects without having to use other painter software.

Masking Refine Edge, the new selection tool, has been greatly improved to 

help in selecting difficult objects like hair and fur.  Also, a Decontamination 

feature has been added to remove the color cast on the edges of your selec-

tion that was left behind by the original background.  I always seem to get 

these edges, and this is a really good new feature.  The Image of the model 

shown only took about a minute and was really easy to do - - and looks pretty 

good to me.  You can see the selection on the blue background on the right.  

The selection could have been improved some, but I am only in the early 

learning stages.   

Puppet Warp is a new way to change 

a person's or animal's pose (or move a 

branch, etc.). Choosing Puppet Warp 

from Edit automatically generates a 

mesh on the layered image and at that 

point you place control points or pin-

points on the mesh where you want 

the object to bend.  Then you move 

the pins to bend the object anyway 

that you want to, and Photoshop then 

fills in the area that you moved out of. 

I need to work on this some more, as 

my effect is not nearly as good as the

examples I have seen.             

 

Lens Distortion Correction is a 

built-in feature that automatically cor-

rects images based on profiles for a 

lot of popular fisheye and wide-angle 

lenses.  You can also create your own 

profiles and save them if your lens 

does not fit the default profiles. 

 

Adobe Camera Raw 6.1  has a new 

rendering engine that not only does a 
          Contõd  Page 5 . . .

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better job of opening the file, but has several improved features.  The noise re-

duction feature has been greatly improved and now gives you the ability to re-

duce both the color and luminance noise in your low-light shots while still re-

taining a great amount of detail.  It also has better sharpening.  I can email you 

an example if you want me to from my Nikon D300 at ASA 6400. It removed 

the noise, but the detail is hard to see in a small example. 

HDR  was introduced in CS2 (but even Adobe admitted that it took one of their 

software engineers to get it to 

work very well).  They now call 

it HRD Pro, and it allows you to 

take multiple images or expo-

sures and create an HDR image, 

and then gives you several crea-

tive choices as well to to add 

some real punch to your images 

(or you can use the preset to 

make a photo realistic image).  

They have also added an optional 

ghost removal feature that cor-

rects areas of an image that var-

ied slightly from image to image 

like objects moved by the wind.  

You can also make a "fake HDR" 

image from only one exposure if 

you like that look.  The HDR im-

age from Brick Town on the bot-

tom was really easy to do, and 

you can see the improvement 

from the one image taken at the 

correct or middle exposure at the top.  This example is the photorealistic effect, 

not what you usually see for HDR.  You can make it look distorted if you want 

to, but I am a photorealistic person.  The HDR conversion also ran pretty fast on 

our Intel Core i7 computer -- about a minute or so.  The image on the following 

page is a "screen print" of the  HDR adjustments in  Photoshop CS5.

Photoshop Tip of the Month:  Brush Size  

Most of us using Photoshop CS4 know that the right and left bracket ([ ]) keys can be used to 

quickly enlarge or reduce the brush sizes for any tool, but did you know that if you prefer not 

to release the mouse, you can hold down control-alt (control-option on a Mac) and drag the 

mouse.  As you drag the mouse, a circle will appear allowing you to enlarge or reduce your 

brush.  (By the way. for those of us using CS3, holding down control-alt and clicking the mouse 

brings up the brush size menu.)
