Competition Rules:   
Perhaps we need to clarify some of the competition rules or at least try. In the 

print competition we have Monochrome, Color, Nature and Photojournalism 

classes and in projected competition we have Monochrome, Color, Creative, 

Nature and Photojournalism.  Now Nature and Photojournalism are de-

fined  similarly for either prints or projected. These are the two most restricted 

classes of competition. In addition to the restricted subject matter, only normal 

photographic steps such as cropping, dodging and burning, color correction, and 

some sharpening are permitted.  Computer operations such as adding or remov-

ing objects, modifying selected areas or otherwise affecting the truthful presenta-

tion of the subject are not permitted.  

Monochrome in prints or digital will be defined the same.  Monochrome, mean-

ing having no more than two colors, monochrome (various shades of grey from 

black to white) plus one other color.  A monochrome print toned in a single 

color will remain a monochrome work.  In many International Competitions, 

this additional color is not allowed. There is no restriction on the computer op-

erations allowed in Monochrome.  

Likewise Color Prints have no restriction on the computer operations al-

lowed.  And the use of color is not restricted in this class.                               

Digital Color Open competition may be color images of any subject that have 

not been obviously manipulated. This represents a major restriction on 

the appearance of computer operations as compared to Color Prints.  If you are 

good enough in Photoshop or Elements, you can add and remove objects, just so 

the final image does not appear to have been obviously manipulated.  Of course, 

the use of creative filters cannot be used, as that would be an obvious manipula-

tion. 

With Digital Color Creative competition, images may be of any subject but the 

image is expected to be Altered Reality.  That is what separates this class from 

the Digital Color Open competition.
