When 

I first moved to Oklahoma, 33 years ago, 

several friends said, for heavenõs sake 

what is in Oklahoma to want you to make 

it your home?  It is sad that we donõt see 

the history & beauty of our own home 

state.  

Oklahoma became a state 16 Nov 1907.  

How many of you know the history be-

hind our Oklahoma State symbols?  Can 

you tell visitors about them?  The name 

of the state Oklahoma comes from two 

Choctaw Indian words, Okla meaning 
people, and humma meaning red - obvi-

ously combining those means red people. 

 

The SEAL of Oklahoma - is a circle with a 

star - each of the five arms of the star 

represents the five civilized Indian Na-

tions, the 45 small stars that surround the 

star represent the other 45 states that 

made up the union when Oklahoma be-

came a state.  The center of the star con-

tains the Seal of the Original Territory of 

Oklahoma encircled by a wreath of oak 

leaves.  Columbia is the central figure 

(poetic name for America and the femi-

nine personification of USA) representing 

justice and Statehood.  She is surrounded 

by an image of the American pioneer 

farmer on her right and the aborigi-

nal American Indian on her left.  

They are shaking hands beneath the 

scales of justice, symbolizing equal 

justice between the Anglo and Native 

American races.  Beneath the trio is 

the cornucopia of plenty and the 

olive branch of peace and behind 

them is the sun of progress and civili-

zation.

Our BIRD, the Scissor-tailed Flycatcher 

was approved by the State Legislature 

in 1951.  This bird was selected by a 

survey of the people.  It is a quiet bird 

with a tail twice as long as the body 

representing a scissors - thus the 

name. The FLOWER,   the Mistletoe, 

was approved in 1893.  It grows in 

most areas of Oklahoma but is espe-

cially bountiful in the Southern sec-

tions.   It is shipped commercially in 

large quantities to Northern States at 

Christmastime.  

 

The State Flag is the 14th Flag to fly 
over Oklahoma.  First flag was SPAN-

ISH in 1541 carried by Coronado as he 

crossed the Panhandle.    Then came 

GREAT BRITAIN as King Charles II gave 

Carolina to some friends stretching 

from the Atlantic to the Pacific, includ-

ing Oklahoma. In 1719 the fleur-de-lis 

of FRANCE dotted the state. SPAIN 

again, in the Treaty of Paris, crossed 

Oklahoma.  In 1800 Spain turned Lou-

isiana back to FRANCE so they again 

crossed Oklahoma.  In 1803 President 

Jefferson negotiated the Louisiana Pur-

chase from Napoleon and the FIRST 

U.S. FLAG flew over Oklahoma boast-

ing 15 stripes.  In 1818 Congress ruled 

the U.S. FLAG should only have 13 

stripes, representing the 13 original 

colonies with the stars representing 

any additions.    1821-1836 -- the occa-

sional Santa Fe bound trader flew the 

MEXICAN flag over parts of Oklahoma.  

1836 it was the REPUBLIC OF TX and in 

1839, believe it or not, the LONE 

STAR FLAG flew over the panhandle 

until 1850.  From 1861 the blue flag 

centered with the seal of the CHOC-

Oklahoma Seal, Ceiling of State Capitol

TAW NATION was flown by Choctaw 

Confederate troops throughout the 

Civil War.  In 1911 the Legislature 

adopted the FIRST OFFICIAL STATE 

FLAG, four years after statehood.   

The CURRENT FLAG was adopted in 

1925 by the Legislature.  It is a sky 

blue field representing the blue skies 

of Oklahoma, with a central design 

showing an Indian war shield with 

small crosses on the face representing 

stars, and seven eagle feathers hanging 

from the edge of the shield.  An Indian 

peace pipe and olive branch lie on the 

shield to show that peace overrides 
war.  The word OKLAHOMA was 

added in 1941 at the bottom of the 

flag.  For those of you who counted 

flags & didnõt get 14, thatõs your chal-

lenge for today - I got tired J. 

The first home of State Government 

was in Guthrie, Oklahoma.  The Capi-

tol was to remain in Contõd Page 4 . . .

Guthrie until 1913.  However, on 11 

June 1910 an election was held to de-

termine the location of the Capitol.  

The sitting Governor, Charles N. Has-

kell, wanted it moved to Oklahoma 

City.  Even though the election said, 

leave it in Guthrie, Haskell moved the 

Capitol to Oklahoma City because the 

Supreme Court declared the election 

void.  If you visit the location in Guth-

rie you will see many historical items 

and a claim that the Capitol location 

was òstolenó from Guthrie   J.  

Our state has produced many 

òfamousó people.  Weõve all heard of 

most of them - Will Rogers 

(humorist), Jim Thorpe (athlete), Dale 

Robertson (actor), James Garner 

(actor), Reba McIntyre (singer), Gene
